Since its inception in 2009, the series has delighted and entertained audience members with such diverse topics as: ancient Assyrian palace art, glacial research in the High Arctic and the rise and dominance of Adolph Hitler.

Adaptation and Perspective in Peterborough’s Female Immigrant 


World”

Through an examination of the early nineteenth-century letters and diaries of six female British immigrants to the Peterborough area, Jodi Aoki explores the coping strategies employed by the women as they forged lives in the Canadian wilderness and made sense of lives ruptured through migration.
